· your essay;

· proof of acceptance or enrollment at an accredited college or university;

· all high school transcripts and college transcripts (if applicable); and 

· any other information you feel would aid the Scholarship Committee in their selection process.

In addition, those applying for need-based scholarship must include: 

· a copy of your completed Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). Go to http://www.fafsa.ed.gov to print an application if you do not currently have one;

· a copy of your own and your parents IRS documents; and 

· any other relevant information you feel will help the Scholarship Committee make a decision based on your need.

Please note: Failure to include the above mentioned financial information automatically disqualifies applicants for the need-based scholarship.
